To
comply with the 1000psf rating of the Steel-
Ply” form system, the SB-075 should be
spaced at 12” on center.

A minimum filler width of 3.5” can be
achieved by staggering the SideBar ™.

(The SB-150 may also be used to make job-
built filler by chamfering the lumber to
accommoaate a wedge bolt.)
